Compound team of 4 archers must include 1 lady or 1 gent and 3 must
be seniors.

Dress Code

All competitors must comply with Archery GB dress regulations. Any archer not
complying with these regulations will not be permitted to shoot.
See Archery GB Rules of Shooting Rule 307 for details

Drug Testing

Archers competing at record status tournaments may be liable for drug testing.
Competitors who are approached to provide samples must comply. Failure to do so
will be treated as a positive result. Parents / Guardians must sign the relevant box
on the entry form to give consent for under 18s to be drug tested if approached
